SUBJECT: RESULT OF THE 9TH FUJI STAKES (GIII) 
The FUJI STAKES named after Mount Fuji, which can be viewed from the stand of the Tokyo Racecourse on a clear 
day, was initially established in 1981 as a preparation race for foreign contenders participating in the Japan Cup (GI). 
After several reconfigurations, the race was designated a GIII race by the International Cataloguing Standards 
Committee (ICSC) in 2002, four years after becoming an international JPN-GIII event in ‘98. The race is now positioned 
as a step-up race for the Mile Championship (GI, 1,600m, Kyoto Racecourse). 
British raider, Muchea (GB, by Shalford, ridden by O. Peslier), finished 6th in its inaugural year as an international race, 
but no foreign contenders has since run in the race. Although Azarole (IRE) from England was selected to run this year, 
he was withdrawn from the entry. The race record (1:32.0) over the 1,600-meter course at Tokyo held by Millennium 
Bio in 2003 has not yet been broken.

Last year’s third-place finisher and this year’s 16th pick KINETICS exerted a magnificent kick in the homestretch to 
win this year’s FUJI STAKES and claimed his 1st group-race victory.  
 
The race broke off with MEJIRO MEYER and TANINO MARTINI dashing out to take the lead. Masaki Katsuura 
settled KINETICS in mid-pack around 7th position while second pick AIR SHADY made a good start but eased back 
and settled 4th from the rear. Turning wide around the last corner, KINETICS responded easily to the jockey’s urging 
and took the front 300 meters out with a strong kick. Turning further wide around the corner, AIR SHADY showed a 
powerful turn of foot in the last 200 meters and closed in on KINETICS to a 1/2-length runner-up effort. Race favorite 
SUZUKA PHOENIX, who traveled 2nd from the rear, threaded his way between horses in the homestretch and also 
demonstrated a great turn of speed in the last furlong to cross the wire a neck behind AIR SHADY in third.
