SUBJECT: RESULT OF THE 44th COPA REPUBLICA ARGENTINA (JPN-GII) 
Established in 1963 to contest for the cup presented by the Jockey Club Argentino the race name was changed from “the 
Jockey Club Argentino Cup” to its current name with the taking over of the racing management by the Federal Government 
of the Republic of Argentina in 1974. Starting out as a 2,300-meter race under special weight conditions, the Copa 
Republica Argentina is now recognized as a middle-distance handicap race selected by many first class runners, aiming for 
the Arima Kinen (JPN-GI, Grand Prix, 2,500m). The race was newly added to the list of international race in 2005, but no 
foreign contenders have participated and none were nominated for this year. 
Last year’s race winner, Sakura Century (by Sakura Laurel, JPN), is a multiple grade race winner of middle distance. 
Machikane Allegro (by Kris S., USA) marked the race record (2:31.3) in 1994.

 Sent off favored in the field of 14, TOSHO KNIGHT mounted by Tomoharu Bushizawa, dominated this year’s COPA 
REPUBLICA ARGENTINA, both celebrating their first grade race victory.  
The race broke off with ADVANTAGE immediately setting the pace with MEJIRO CORSAIR trailing by 2 lengths. The 
rest of the field were another 5 to 6 lengths behind up to the final turn where the leaders were used up and flattened out 
thereafter. Traveling 5th and 2 wide, favorite TOSHO KNIGHT powered past the leaders at the final corner and surged 
down the lane narrowly holding off a late charge from second favorite EYE POPPER to win by a neck 
Assigned the top impost, EYE POPPER traveled near the rear of the field, waited patiently for room at the 
top of the stretch and threatened the leader in the final strides but finished 2nd by a neck. DRAGON 
CAPTAIN, who traveled aside of EYE POPPER most of the way, was also a neck behind EYE POPPER to 
clear the wire in 3rd.
