SUBJECT: RESULTS OF THE 1ST HANSHIN CUP (JPN-GII) 
The HANSHIN CUP was newly established this year as part of JRA’s movement to integrate a systematized program for 
short-distance turf runners into its racing calendar. Since modern racing have increased its attention to speed horses, the 
JRA has made efforts to give sprinters/milers the opportunity to develop their talents not only within Japan but on an 
international scale, collaborating with fellow racing clubs in Australia, Dubai, England and Hong Kong in launching 
attractive international grade-race series for sprinters and milers; the Global Sprint Challenge and the Asian Mile 
Challenge. The success of both series have triggered high interest on a global scale and the HANSHIN CUP is expected to 
serve as another opportunity for some of the most outstanding sprinters/milers as their season-end target.  
Designated as an international race from its inaugural year, the HANSHIN CUP welcomed COURT MASTERPIECE (by 
Polish Precedent, GB) trained by Edward Dunlop, who also saddled two-time Cartier Horse of the Year, Ouija Board (by 
Cape Cross, GB) in the Japan Cup and finished third. COURT MASTERPIECE also ran in the Mile Championship at 
Kyoto last month, finishing seventh to Daiwa Major (by Sunday Silence, JPN).

Fusaichi Richard claimed his third career grade-race title in the inaugural running of the Hanshin Cup. It was the first win 
of the season for the champion two-year-old of 2005, who was also tested over dirt races and ran in this year’s Japan Cup 
Dirt finishing 13th. 
 
Fusaichi Richard jumped out of the gate and was positioned between rivals behind pacesetter Daiwa Passion while 
Yutaka Take on Meiner Scherzi worked his way to the front from four wide then pressed the pace in second position.  
Precise Machine also gave a good jump and then was eased just off the pace in sixth along the rails. As the field turned for 
home, Take angled Meiner Scherzi to the outside to overtake the tiring leader with Fusaichi Richard at his tails three 
wide. Fusaichi Richard continued to accelerate to pin Meiner Scherzi in the last 50 meters to a neck-margin victory as 
Precise Machine closed in quickly in the final stages to overtake Meiner Scherzi at the finish line in second. 
 
Race favorite Court Masterpiece, who had come off a seventh place finish in the Mile Championship (GI, 1,600m) at 
Kyoto last month and ridden by Olivier Pesilier for the first time in this race, was slow out of the gate and raced further 
back in mid-division and was one-paced after going wide around the final turn. 
“He lost some ground going around the last turn but more than that, he was unable to keep up with the increased pace at the 
stretch.” commented Stephen Nicholson, assistant trainer of Court Masterpiece.
