SUBJECT: RESULT OF THE 48th AMERICAN JOCKEY CLUB CUP  
As a token of amity between Japan and the United States of America, a trophy was presented by the New York Jockey 
Club in 1960 to the winner of the race which began as a 10-furlong handicap race. Since then, the race went through a 
number of alterations in distance and conditions and has established itself as one of the key step races towards the major 
middle-long distance GI events of the spring campaign such as the Tenno Sho Spring (GI, 3,200m) and the Takarazuka 
Kinen (GI, 2,200m). The AJCC, which was newly added to JRA’s growing number of international races last year, will be 
contested without a foreign contender as none were nominated to run this year. 
The record holder of this race is Craft Work (by Pentire, GB) who marked 2:11.4 over the 2,200-meter course in 2005 and 
last year’s winner was Silk Famous (by Marvelous Sunday, JPN).

Second favorite MATSURIDA GOGH partnered with Norihiro Yokoyama claimed this year’s AMERICAN JOCKEY 
CLUB CUP by 5-length margin to claim his first grade-race victory. Runner-up was 5th pick INTELLETO, followed by 
6th choice SILK NEXUS. 
 
The race broke off with race favorite INTI RAIMI, who had finished second to DEEP IMPACT in ’05 Tokyo Yushun 
(Japanese Derby), immediately taking the lead to set the pace, followed by last year’s runner-up FUSAICHI AUSTER, 
4th-choice CHASTE WING, then MATSURIDA GOGH in fourth position. SILK NEXUS traveled in 6th position while 
INTELLETO ridden by Hiroki Goto trailed in the rear as the field stretched into a long line in the backstretch with INTI 
RAIMI widening its lead to 8-9 lengths. As the field turned for home, MATSURIDA GOGH, making its move, turned 
wide and nailed INTI RAIMI right after the last corner. The colt displayed a strong turn of kick in the homestretch to a 
5-length victory. Meanwhile, INTELLETO, coming from the very rear, exploded from the outside in the homestretch, 
reaching the wire in second. SILK NEXUS, although nailed by INTELETO just before the goal, showed tenacious effort 
in the homestretch, coming in third, a neck in front of INTI RAIMI.
