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The FUJI STAKES named after Mount Fuji, which can be viewed from the stand of the Tokyo Racecourse on a clear
day, was initially established in 1981 as a preparation race for foreign contenders participating in the Japan Cup (GI).
After several reconfigurations, the race was designated a G3 race by the International Cataloguing Standards Committee
(ICSC) in 2002, four years after becoming an international JPN-G3 event in ‘98. The race is now positioned as a step-up
race for the Mile Championship (G1, 1,600m, Kyoto Racecourse).
British raider, Muchea (GB, by Shalford, ridden by O. Peslier), finished 6th in its inaugural year as an international race,
but no foreign contenders has since run in the race and none were nominated this year.
The race record (1:32.0) over the 1,600-meter course at Tokyo held by Millennium Bio in 2003 has not yet been broken.
Kinetics (JPN, by Forty Niner) won the race last year covering the mile distance in 1:32.8 seconds.

MEINER SEGAL fought impressively to mark his first grade-race victory in his ninth career start by winning this
year’s Saudi Arabia Royal Cup Fuji Stakes.

The race broke off with G1 winner OREWA MATTERUZE taking the lead off the rail with, breaking from the far
outside, third favorite SYMBOLI GRAN, fourth pick MEINER SEGAL, KATAMACHI BOTAN and LAUREL
GUERREIRO chasing the leaders. At the final corner, SYMBOLI GRAN was in easy striking distance just outside
and behind the leader, the second group trailing two to three lengths behind.

As the field turned for home, MEINER SEGAL powered through a gap between the tiring pace setters and taking over
the lead with a furlong to go. The 3-year-old colt barely held off a late run by MICHAEL BARROWS to win by a head,
with TOSHO COURAGE another neck behind in third. Racing in the rear of the field early on, race favorite and runner

up in last year’s race, AIR SHADY came strong down the stretch splitting rivals to show a fourth place effort a neck
behind TOSHO COURAGE.
