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The MILE CHAMPIONSHIP is one of the most prestigious autumn grade-one events for milers together with the Yasuda
Kinen in spring. History of horse racing in Japan was based on the development and training of horses for war, thus
stamina and strength were the vital factors required and races over longer distances were the mainstream of the sport.
However, with modern racing having increased its attention to speed horses suited to a mile or shorter distance races, the
MILE CHAMPIONSHIP was established in 1984 in conjunction with Japanese races adopting the grading system. The
current racing program now provides races for short, middle, and long distance racehorses. The race welcomed several
foreign contestants; Special Kaldoune (IRE, 11th), Tout Seul (IRE, 12th) in 2003—the first time since it was designated as
an international race in 1998, Rakti (GBR, 14th) in 2004 and Court Masterpiece (GB, 7th) in 2006. Last year’s winner,
Daiwa Major came off his Gl title in the Tenno Sho Autumn (2,000m) and exerted a strong finish in the Mile
Championship, covering the mile distance 0.6 seconds short of the race record set by Hat Trick in 2005. This year’s race
welcomed another overseas contender, Becrux (ITA, by Glen Jordan), trained by Neil Drysdale in USA. Becrux, winner of
the 06 Woodbine Mile (G1, CAN), came off a third place finish in a 1300-meter G3 event in Santa Anita.

Daiwa Major captured his fifth G1 title (eighth grade race title) including three successive wins in three G1 mile races,
the *06 Mile Championship, the 07 Yasuda Kinen and the 07 Mile Championship—a feat only achieved twice before by
Nihon Pillow Winner (’84-’85) and Taiki Shuttle (’97-"98)—confirming his status as champion miler. Sent off favorite for
the race, the Sunday Silence chestnut, after coming off a 9th place finished in his previous start in the Tenno Sho Autumn
(G1) was perfectly placed behind the pacesetter and under the skillful hands of Katsumi Ando. Ando now has landed four
Gl titles this season with Sunrise Bacchus (February Stakes), Daiwa Major (Yasuda Kinen, Mile Championship), and
Daiwa Scarlet (Queen Elizabeth I1 Commemorative Cup) who is a full sister to Daiwa Major.

The race broke off with Daiwa Major first out to hit the front at the center of the track, although jockey Katsumi Ando
turned his head and settled his mount as he let the usual pace-setters, Lohengrin and Fusaichi Richard overtake him after
the first 200 meters.

Kings Trail saved ground a length behind the leaders while Meiner Segal and Laurel Guerreiro raced on his outside and
Jolly Dance another 1/2 length back. Super Hornet was rated three out in mid-division behind Jolly Dance with Eishin
Dover and Koiuta on his inside, while Agnes Ark raced a few lengths behind the mid-division group. Becrux raced
outside Company second from last.

Fusaichi Richard continued to maintain the lead along the rails, downhill towards the final corner, as Daiwa Major
overtook the fast tiring Lohengrin in second while both Super Hornet and Agnes Ark kept their mark on Daiwa Major
and made headway, following the favorite’s footprints towards the homestretch.

As the field spread wide around the final turn, Meiner Segal who had made an early move from mid-division made a brief
effort to join the two leaders until 200 meters out. Daiwa Major assumed command in the last furlong and shifted into
another gear as both Fusaichi Richard and Meiner Segal faded to 12th and 10th respectively, and held off Super Hornet
who came charging from the outside at a fast closing pace and just missing by a neck. Suzuka Phoenix and Agnes Ark
also gave an impressive late charge but had to cover extra ground along the outside route for third and fourth respectively.
The lone foreign contender, Becrux who was far behind most of the journey angled out at the last turn, covering the last
three furlongs in 34.0 seconds and improved position from near last to 8th place 0.7 seconds behind the winner. “Starting
from an outside draw we were pinched back and had to race behind. The pace was also too slow for him. He was relaxed
during the trip but he didn’t have enough speed at the stretch” commented Becrux’s jockey Ryan Moore.

Agnes Ark who pulled up with a broken bone and was put down after the race.
